Senegal has
been stable politically, and gener-
ally is open to the presence of
Christianity.

religious leadership has brought
about a desire to question the path the country is on. This
honest inquiry is opening doors for missionaries and evan-
gelism to be presented in a clear manner throughout the
country. It is an opportune time for FARMS to help devel-
op strong self-supported churches with a missionary zeal.

FARMS Rwanda, on the other hand, is a much different
story. It is just coming out of
a civil war that has created a
huge population of orphans
and widows. It has set the
country back on every level
and will take decades to
recover. The FARMS pro-
gram is being used by
churches to rebuild families
one at a time. We hope you will continue to pray for the
people and missionaries in Rwanda because the need is

Rwanda. The program is based in Kigali, the capi-
tal city, and is a partnership with the Evangelical
#Mends Mission.

Below is background provided by Debby Thomas:

The FARMS Rwanda program was just funded last
month after about a year and a half of planning. We
will start with 6 churches in the city, and about 800
Christians in our 6 churches. The plan is then to
expand to the 64 churches countrywide once the pro-
gram is on firm footing and the funds are successfully
revolved.

The initial funds will start with 20 to 30 families in
its first phase with projects including such enterprises
as: small animal husbandry projects, farming, and
small industry producing items such as jams, sun-
flower oil, and juices.

The church was started in 1987. It was started by
recruiting church leaders and building the first
churches with outside funds. The church is now up to
just under 5,000 attendees (64 churches). We are in a
time of transition trying to become a fully Rwandan
supported church. We are trying to have church con-
gregations be responsible for their leaders and build-
ings, and the
FARMS program is
a key element in
bringing about this
change. We have N
made some progressf
and yet still have a

ong way to go.

Planning Your Giving

6 TiP,s FOR YEA

AM ALWAYS AMAZED AT HOW FAST A YEAR
I can go by. If you are like most people, much of
your major giving to charities occurs toward the
end of the year. Here are just a few tips from FARMS
International on how to start to planning for the
months ahead.

1. CALCULATE YOUR INCOME

Try to get a handle on your tax liability for the year.
Did your unearned income increase? Did you sell any
appreciated assets? Will you owe more taxes? This
alone may motivate you to increase your giving before
December 31, 2006. In fact, you may even want to
move some of next year's giving to this current year in
order to create a larger income tax deduction for this
year. Non-itemizers may especially find this "grouping
of gifts" useful to take possible advantage of an item-
ized tax return every other year.

2. REVIEW YOUR STOCKS
Many, if not most, of those who have stocks and

4. DO YOUR GIVING EARLY
This is especially true if
you want to make a gift of
non-cash assets (Securitie
real estate, etc.). It also
applies to life-income gifts
(Charitable Gift Annuities, ||
Charitable Remainder
Trusts, etc.). Some gift
transactions will take more
time to finalize than others,
so we recommend that you
complete your gift sooner rather than later.

5. TALK TO YOUR ADVISOR
Before making any significant gift, you should have
your attorney, CPA or other advisor help you under-

past few years. Look at the stocks and mutual funds
you have held for more than a year. Do they have a
very low cost basis with significant appreciation?

Which ones have appreciated the most? It may be pru-

dent for you to make your year-end gift using one or
more of these stocks. Here's the way to make the gift:
If you sell the stock and touch the money, you would
incur capital gains tax on the appreciation.

However, if you give the stock to FARMS and allow
us to sell it, no one pays
tax. You will receive a
charitable deduction for
the full fair market value
of the stock. What's
more, if you can't use all
of the charitable income
tax deduction resulting
from the gift, you can
carry it forward for up to
an additional five years.

3. CONSIDER A LIFE-INCOME GIFT

There are several life-income plans to fit your
needs. You can make a gift now, obtain tax benefits
and receive income for the rest of your life. It is possi-
ble for you to give $10,000 or more in cash or appreci-
ated securities and you will be paid an annuity for the
rest of your life. The rate depends on your age. Anoth-
er kind of life-income gift can be made using a Chari-
table Remainder Trust. If you are interested in these,
